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INTRODUCTION

	At Foxfield school we recognise that drugs can have a devastating impact on young people’s lives. We realise that no school can afford to be complacent or think that its young people are not at risk and therefore seek to contribute to an effective prevention strategy as a central part of tackling drugs use and misuse more generally in society.  Even relatively small amounts can affect a young person’s education and prevent them from reaching their full potential.  Drugs can also lead to major disruption within schools themselves. No school can afford to be complacent or think that its young people are not at risk.  Having an effective prevention strategy is not only important for schools but is a central part of tackling drugs use and misuse more generally in society.  The government’s 10 year Drug Education Strategy “Tackling Drugs to Build a Better Britain” (1998) recognises this and the vital role that school’s have to play, alongside parents and a host of agencies, in helping young people protect themselves from the risks and harm of all drugs.  If we are to prevent the young people of today becoming tomorrow’s problematic drug users, we need to ensure that every young person receives good quality drug education and that those with problems are identified and supported before problems escalate.

In England and Wales, certain aspects of drug education are a statutory requirement as part of the National Curriculum science Order, and these remain in the revised Order. 

Foxfield school takes into account the Education Reform Act 1988 which states that the curriculum in all maintained schools should promote "the spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development of pupils at the school and of society" and should prepare them for "the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of adult life". 
The policy will be reviewed regularly by the School drugs coordinator, headteacher, PSHE coordinator, Governors, and in consultation with members of the school community (EG: through School Council and Healthy Schools group), in accordance with Wirral and DfES guidance.

The Policy is written in two sections to cover the Drug Curriculum and Management of Drug related Incidents. Where/when necessary staff will adhere to and follow child protection guidelines.

New staff will be made aware of the policy during their induction period.
This policy has been informed by National Curriculum non-statutory guidance KS3/4 (2000).and the New Secondary Curriculum 2008
QCA Initial Guidance KS3 and 4.

SCHOOL DESCRIPTION 

	Foxfield School is a secondary special school which caters for pupils with severe and complex learning difficulties. The school caters for a wide range of special educational needs pupils. Pupil’s attainment on entry to the school is well below that expected for their age.

There are currently 127 pupils on role which will increase over the next academic year.

Foxfield has a PSHE coordinator who oversees the delivery of PSHE with many class teachers delivering PSHE All staff will be made aware of the contents of this policy and how to respond to any incident. 

‘Drug education’, learning about the law with regard to drugs and the effects and consequences of drug use, will be taught, by the class teacher responsible for PSHE to all pupils age 11 to 19 years during their PSHE program of study.
We recognise that the curriculum at Foxfield needs to be tailored to meet the needs of the pupils; to enable us to do this each individual teacher will adapt the drug education to represent the ability and needs of all pupils, differentiating within their lessons. It is recognised that some pupils will require extra education around specific areas of drug education and we will arrange extra sessions to meet their needs.
Drug education at Foxfield takes into account that many pupils are drug dependant and the need for drugs (medication) will always be a part of their life therefore a major part of drug education is how to handle this medication.

VALUES AND ETHOS

	At Foxfield School we aim to provide our children with the knowledge, understanding and skills that enable them to make the sort of choices that lead to a healthy lifestyle and develop to their full potential.  Our drugs education programme teaches the children about the dangers to health posed by drug taking and aims to equip them with the social skills that enable them to make informed decisions in relation to drugs in society.




DEFINITIONS AND TERMINOLOGY

	Drugs are defined broadly and include any substance that has the potential to affect how a person thinks, feels or behaves (DfES  92/2004)

 This includes:

· All illegal drugs (those controlled by the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971) e.g. cannabis, heroin, cocaine, LSD, ecstasy, amphetamines, magic mushrooms.  

· All legal drugs including alcohol tobacco, volatile substances, ketamine, khat and alkyl nitrites.

· All over the counter and prescription medicines.


POLICY PRODUCTION & APPLICABILTY

	This policy was developed with the consultation of all members of the school community. 

Members had responsibility and an opportunity for feeding their views back to the school.

In order to ensure the policy met with LA and DCSF guidance and the needs of the wider community, the school sought the advice of the school’s drug advisor and healthy schools advisory. The policy makes reference to, and compliments other relevant documents such as the child protection, SRE, Health and Safety, Educational Visits and Smoking policies.

The policy applies to all members of the school community, including parents, staff, governors, pupils and outside visitors whilst they are on school premises or engaged in school activities outside of school grounds such as extra curricular activities and educational visits and events that occur beyond the school working day.



LINKS TO NATIONAL & LOCAL OBJECTIVES

	This policy takes into account the following:

The 10 Year National Drug Strategy

Launched in 1998 by the Government, this strategy has young people as one of its key priorities and in recognition of drug education as a “central plank” of this strategy made it part of the National Curriculum and introduced a requirement for all schools to have an updated drug policy in place. (Updated Drug Strategy 2002)

The aim of the strategy is to “prevent today’s young people from becoming tomorrow’s drug misusers” It’s key target in relation to young people is the “reduction of the use of Class A drugs and the frequent use of any illicit drug among all young people under the age of 25, especially by the most vulnerable young people.”

Wirral Drug and Alcohol Action Team (DAAT) Young Persons Substance Misuse Plan

 Wirral DAAT is the multi-agency team (incorporating the LEA) responsible for the strategic delivery of the 10 Year Strategy at the local level. This has as one of its key performance indicators a reduction in the number of drug related exclusions.

National Healthy Schools Standard 

Foxfield is committed to the National Healthy Schools principles. It recognises the importance of drug education and responding to drug incidents. 
Every Child Matters

Under OFSTED’s inspection framework all schools will be required to evidence the ways in which their teaching and operations contribute to the achievement of the 5 outcomes of Every Child Matters which are:

Choosing not to take drugs is a key aim of the Be Healthy outcome (Every Child Matters: Young People and Drugs) but school recognises that drug use can compromise the achievement of the other outcomes in the short and long term and will gear its approach to drugs education and the management of drug related incidents in such away that it promotes the achievement of the 5 outcomes for all children and the most vulnerable in particular.



DRUG EDUCATION

DIVERSITY ISSUES
	Race

Foxfield School recognises its responsibilities under The Race Relations Amendment Act 2000 to promote racial equality and to improve the educational experience of all children and in particular those from ethnic minority backgrounds. 

Drug education in school will be sensitive to the cultural, religious and ethnic backgrounds of pupils while maintaining that the purpose of education is to prepare them for drug related incidents they may encounter throughout their lives.

SEN

Appropriate differentiation of tasks, materials and resources always takes place at Foxfield to ensure that the diverse needs arising from children’s differing abilities and needs are met



DRUG EDUCATION AIMS

	The objectives of our drugs education programme are:

· Pupils will receive good quality drug education according to their differing needs and abilities

· Develop all pupils’ knowledge about drugs as medicines and drugs as illegal substances. Providing our pupils with knowledge and information about legal and illegal substances (drugs) and the harmful effects they can have on people’s lives.

· To enable our children to discuss moral questions related to drug taking and so provide a safe environment for young people to share their thoughts and ideas.

· To recognise and understand what drugs are and how to use them appropriately 

· To help children respect their own bodies, making positive choices and in so doing reduce the likelihood that they will be persuaded to become involved in drug misuse.

· Build on knowledge and understanding
· Explore the risks and consequences of their own and others’ actions relating to drugs; and be relevant to the needs of pupils and the school community.

· All pupils are encouraged to develop skills to assist them in becoming responsible Citizens, according to their differing needs and abilities

· To encourage the children to become more self-confident so that they are able to make sensible and informed choices about their lives.

Foxfield will ensure that all staff :

· Ensure that pupils are taught about drugs in a consistent manner following guidelines that have been agreed by the LEA, parents, governors and staff. Providing accurate information and correcting misunderstandings.

· Ensure all staff recognise the importance of the schools pastoral role in the welfare of young people and follow the schools Child Protection Policy

· Supporting those in need of referral to an appropriate specialist agency

· Ensuring that drug incidents, such as drug use or drug possession should only result in student exclusion when all possible avenues have been explored

· Students/staff/visitors at Foxfield School are aware that illegal and other unauthorised drugs are not acceptable within the boundaries of this policy


DRUG EDUCATION CURRICULUM DELIVERY

	The list below illustrates how lessons are and should be planned to meet the needs of the pupils

· Lesson planning differentiated to suit the need of the class and individual

· Lesson aims clarified

· Learning experiences meet the needs of all pupils within the group

· Use of pupil own experiences/ knowledge

· Ensuring a range of opportunities for pupils to learn, practice and improve skills, attitude and knowledge

· Pupils given opportunity to record their development and to reflect on their personal progress. Where appropriate all pupils are encouraged to take part in self assessment.

· The classroom environment is made a safe environment for all pupils

ASSESSMENT OF LEARNING

Assessment of learning takes place in the form of using P level descriptors and the learning objectives within the Medium term planning. The use of PSD levels are used in summative assessments taken from the PIVATS assessment tool.

EVALUATION

The subject leader takes responsibility for the evaluation of the delivery of Drug Education. 

The policy will be reviewed on an annual basis to consider

· The contents of the policy in light of changes within and outside the school

· The Identification of INSET needs

· The levels of achievement of the pupils across the key stages

· The use and range of resources available in the school

The subject leader also takes responsibility for the monitoring of the subject and disseminating of information in termly staff meetings. There will also be an audit of the subject once a year in accordance with Foxfield School audit document.

ICT LINKS
The use of ICT in DRE comes in the form of website links, the use of digital equipment/ technology such as SMART boards and digital cameras, videos/ DVD’s and occasionally television programmes.

NB Due to the lack of appropriate resources for our pupils use of ICT is not necessarily used in every session as a method of learning



STAFF TRAINING

	 Training needs are met through LEA courses, informal in house cascading, half termly coordinators meetings, liaison meetings with the PSHE coordinators from other specials schools, meetings with the school drugs advisor and with the Advisory teacher for healthy schools.



TEACHING

	Students need to feel confident and relaxed about discussing issues related to illegal substances. For this to happen teachers need to be confident and to use a range of strategies to help young people to discuss their ideas, thoughts and feelings openly. Different topics, age groups and contexts require different teaching strategies. Using a range of styles and techniques helps to ensure that all students have the opportunity to learn and to maintain interest. 
The list below is illustrated and echoed through the medium and short term plans.

Teaching Strategies used include:

· Setting of ground rules for main activity of the lesson

· Setting of circle time rules (into which individual groups have input, where appropriate)

· Discussions

· Some recap and repetition

· Role play

· Feedback and Reflection

· Sensory based teaching

· Small group/ pairs/ individual  (See medium and short term plans)
· Question box

· Videos/ DVD to support work

· Differentiated worksheets where appropriate

Foxfield identifies any pupils who may require extra support and drug education and delivers discreet support lessons in association with CASM to help meet their identified needs. 

If outside speakers are to be used they are required to have achieved or be working towards achieving the LA’s NCFE Level 2 Qualification in Basic Drug Awareness and its Applications.

When planning to use outside agencies in the Drug Education programme:

· The purpose, aims and objectives are clear

· All visitors are aware of relevant school policies, including confidentiality and will abide by them

· The way visitors will work is planned and agreed in advance

· Times and equipment is planned in advance
· The visitor will not be allowed to take responsibility for students without the teacher being present in the room



RESOURCES

	Resources are selected by the PSHE Coordinator. Many are bought but in addition many are personalised to individual groups or pupils. A particular problem with ready produced resources is age and content appropriateness.

 Resources support the school’s agreed aims, the aims of lessons and the objectives and values framework for Drug education
Resources conform to the legal requirements of Drug education
Resources are appropriate to the needs of the pupils

Resources allow pupils the opportunity to work at the appropriate level

Resources avoid racism, sexism, gender and homophobic stereotyping

Resources portray positive images of a range of young people

Resources can be used as discussion materials

Resources are adaptable for use with all pupils

Resources are factual and up to date

Clear instructions on use of the resources are included – pupil and teacher information is separated and where appropriate handouts can be photocopied

Resources are well designed, durable and easy to both understand, use and store

Resources contribute to a broad, balanced PSHE & Citizenship curriculum                

Resources encourage active and participatory learning methods.
Foxfield is also aware of the Health links library and uses their resources were applicable to support the delivery of drug education.



CONFIDENTIALITY
	By being unable to guarantee confidentiality pupils are made aware that if there are specific issues that need to be discussed further then as teaching staff we are abiding by the schools Child protection policy. See also supporting letter from headteacher and Child Protection policy

Confidentiality of young people cannot and must not be guaranteed by school staff.

It is the responsibility of every member of staff to know and abide by the school’s Child Protection procedures. If any member of staff has a concern about the safety of a pupil they must record their concerns and pass them on to the school’s Child Protection Co-ordinator. To do nothing is not an option.




DRUG RELATED INCIDENTS 

MANAGING DRUGS IN SCHOOL

	Foxfield School will not tolerate the use or possession of unauthorised legal or illegal controlled substances by students, staff or other members of the school community including parents, in school time, on school premises or off-site during school organised activities such as trips, work experience and residentials. This also extends to alcohol, tobacco, volatile substances, amyl nitrates, and substances that cause states of intoxication.  Foxfield operates a no smoking policy in the school and staff are only permitted to smoke in their own car out of the sight of pupils. During a residential trip staff will ensure they smoke out of sight of the pupils. 
The health and safety of the pupils at Foxfield is of paramount importance.

The Head teacher is overall, responsible for the management of Drug related Incidents.

The ‘On site’ School Nurse is responsible for the daily administering of medicines. All drug related incidents will be reported to the head teacher who will be responsible for co-ordinating the most appropriate response. 

Dealing with medical emergencies involving drugs

Drug Incidents will be dealt with fairly and competently and with due regard for the facts as they present themselves as well as the health, pastoral, educational and welfare needs of any person involved. In the first instance the possibility of a medical emergency will be considered. 
Any staff who feel a pupil may have taken drugs that they have not been prescribed or an overdose will be sent to the school nurse and her professional advice will be consulted. If the nurse is not available and there is a concern of misuse of drugs external medical advice will be sought.   
If a young person has lost consciousness when suspected of taking drugs

· Stay calm - some drugs act on the central nervous system in a way which makes it potentially dangerous to induce a state of agitation by shouting or over-reacting.
· Put the young person in the recovery position

· Loosen clothing to assist the casualties breathing

· Do not give anything to drink

· Send for the School nurse and/or an Ambulance

· Check the casualties breathing regularly

· Collect any evidence of what has been taken e.g. tablets, syringes and keep any vomited material

· Wait for the ambulance and reassure the casualty if they come around

If a young person is ‘high’ or hallucinating

· be prepared for behaviour from depressed to very quiet to excitable and incoherent

· Do not allow them to get into a dangerous situation

· Sit them down in a quiet, well ventilated room

· Talk to them quietly and calmly, reassure them

· Send for the School nurse
· Send for a member of SLT or the Pastoral Team

Recording details of drug related incidents is essential and may be used by other agencies or in court proceedings.  Notes should include time, date, place, people present, what was said, the substance misused, who witnessed the incident and information from parents.  Additionally, the “Record of Drug Related Incidents” form found in Appendix I should be completed and sent to the Schools Drugs Adviser for monitoring purposes.
Personal Searches and Searches of Personal Property

When a person is suspected of concealing illegal or unauthorised substances every effort should be made to persuade the person to hand over the substance in the presence of a second adult witness. 

School may not search personal property such as bags or pencil cases without consent and then it should only be in the presence of a second adult witness. Where consent is refused parents/carers may be notified and they may persuade their child to give consent. If the individual refuses, and if the substance is believed to be illegal the school may proceed along formal lines and the police may be called. The police must conduct a personal search if they believe a crime has taken place or to prevent harm to a student or others following an arrest. School has no legal obligation to report incidents involving illegal substances to the police, however, Foxfield works in partnership with the local police and takes their advice and involves them appropriately. 

In all cases where a search of a student is deemed to be necessary parents will be contacted.

CONFISCATION AND DISPOSAL OF UNAOUTHORISED SUBSTANCES
The law permits school staff to take temporary possession of a substance suspected of being an illegal substance for the purpose of preventing an offence from being committed.

Alcohol and Tobacco When confiscated parents/carers should normally be informed and given the opportunity to collect then, unless this would jeopardise the safety of the child.

Volatile substances may be dangerous and so school may arrange for safe disposal.  Parents/carers should normally be informed unless this would jeopardise the safety of the child.

Medicines will be held in the First Aid room. If medicine is to be given in school time Parents/carers should contact the nurse with regards to administration.  Staff should not store medicines unless they are off site, or emergency medication such as an asthma inhaler. Any medicines not prescribed will be confiscated and parents informed. 
Illegal Drugs found on the school premises should be sealed in a plastic bag and labelled. They should be stored in a secure location that can be accessed be two members of SLT only. The Police will be notified for disposal.  If illegal substances are found, it is our legal duty to hand them to the police as a matter of urgency. Syringes require special attention. The Caretaker should wear appropriate protective clothing to pick them up and they should be stored in a Sharps Box. This will be kept out of the reach of students, staff and the public.  The Sharps Box will then be disposed of as soon as is practicable at Arrowe Park Hospital or the Local Heath Centre.

School staff should not attempt to analyse or taste unknown substances. Police can advise or analyse substances if necessary and required for prosecution.

Responding to students involved in Drug Related Incidents
The school will carefully investigate the nature and seriousness of any drug related incident taking account of:

a. How serious is the situation?

b. What immediate and significant risks does the young person face?

c. What implications-both positive and negative-could keeping a confidence have?

d. What significant harm could result from keeping the pupil’s disclosure?

Pupils will be made aware of the limits of confidentiality before they disclose a confidence whenever possible. If a confidence needs to be broken the school will explain to the pupil (and parents/carers as appropriate):

· Why the confidence has been broken.

· Who will be informed.

· What will be disclosed

· How the information will be used.

· That their privacy will still be respected and information is shared on a need to know basis.

School will ensure that all staff, teaching and non-teaching, understand the limits of confidentiality.

Refer to Wirral DEG 2003 page 18, Wirral DRI 2004 pages 10-11, DfES 92/2004 page 54
 If a student discloses information to a member of staff which is of a sensitive nature the teacher must consider child protection  (Wirral LA Guidance Child Protection and Children in Need), the need for advice from a more experienced member of staff, co-operating with a police investigation and referral to external services. As such a teacher should not discuss sensitive issues widely but must discuss drug related issues with a member of the pastoral team or SLT.

Open ended questions will be used to determine

· What the student has to say

· Was it a one off incident?

· Is the substance legal of illegal?

· What quantity of substance was involved?

· How was the substance being used?

· What are the student’s home circumstances?

· Was the student ‘in possession of a small quantity’ or ‘intent on supplying for profit’?

· Is there evidence of organised habitual supply?

Staff will find and make of note of
· who is involved

· what substance is allegedly involved

· what the young person believes the substance to be

· how the substance came to be in the young person’s possession


School recognise the importance of adopting flexible procedures that ensure a co-ordinated, consistent approach to dealing with drug related incidents.


‘Any response should balance the needs of the individual with those of the wider school community, and aim to provide pupils with the opportunity to learn from their mistakes and develop as individuals.  The needs of pupils in relation to drugs may come to light other than via an incident, for example, through the pastoral system.  Given that drug problems rarely occur in isolation, responses may need to take a holistic approach rather than focus solely on drugs.’


(ref DfES Drugs : guidance to schools/0092/2004)

· As a school we will take a flexible approach whilst maintaining consistency and fairness.

· Carefully assess the situation and the options for action.

· Consider the impact of sanctions on the pupil involved, on other pupils, on the school as a whole, on parents and on the wider community.

For support on action to be taken the school drugs advisor will always be contacted, the school will endeavour to not permanently exclude pupils, and with the support of the drugs advisor will put strategies in place to support pupils’ involved 
A range of responses considered will be:

Early intervention and targeted prevention

Counselling

Behaviour Support Plans

Inter-agency programmes

Pastoral support Programmes 

Managed Moves

Referral to BEST’s and external agencies

Parents/carers under the influence illegal substances or alcohol on school premises

Staff should maintain a calm atmosphere. If it is unsafe to discharge a child into the care of a parent/carer the teacher should discuss with the parent/carer if an alternative arrangement could be made e.g. with another parent/carer. Consideration will be given to invoking child protection procedures.

Involving the Police

The police will be involved if it is appropriate.

A full record of the incident recording details and the police incident reference number must be kept.

Foxfield School works in partnership with the local police. We take their advice and involve them appropriately.

These officers are experienced in the policing of drugs and in dealing sensitively and discretely with DRI’s in school.999 should not be dialled in anything other than an emergency. Ringing Merseyside police control room will mean the attendance of a uniformed officer with no necessary experience in this field.

Merseyside police have an agreed protocol with Wirral LEA that sniffer dogs will not be used in school for the purposes of demonstration. They will only be used on basis of intelligence led policing.

TOBACCO IN SCHOOL

	Foxfield is a smoke free school, Foxfield recognises the impact on health of the school community and addresses this by making appropriate links with the curriculum and by offering support to staff and children who want o give up. Tobacco is responsible for 120,000 deaths per year while all controlled drugs cause 2500-3000 deaths per year.

· The school is a smoke free environment, which promotes the health and welfare of all who work in or visit the school.

· The school aims to provide a supportive environment for those who wish to stop smoking

· Students are not allowed to smoke on the school premises; any students smoking on school premises will receive sanction from the schools behaviour procedures. Parents will be contacted unless this puts the child at risk.

Staff may only smoke in the staff car park or off site – out of view of the students.

ALCOHOL IN SCHOOL

	Alcohol related deaths total 50,000 a year and a large proportion of violent crime and anti-social behaviour is alcohol related. Furthermore 25% of 11-15 year olds admit to drinking once a week while the figure for 15 year olds alone is 47%. It t is clear, therefore why, along with tobacco, this should feature strongly in the curriculum.
Foxfield School will not tolerate the drinking of alcohol by pupils, staff or other members of the school community including parents, in school time or when the pupils are in their care, on school premises or off-site during school organised activities.
The consumption of alcohol is however permitted in the case of after school social events, when the member of staff is not responsible for a pupils well being. On these occasions non- alcoholic options will always be available and sensible drinking will be promoted. 

Residential trips
Staff have a duty of care to students on school trips. 

Whilst on a residential trip, staff must not be under the influence of any illegal or unauthorised substance or consume any amount of alcohol.
